HOMEOWNERS: Please read and sign before sending in your registration:

Please make sure to run your system until water stops flowing before your scheduled blowout. Doing this will help BMID drain the entire
system before the blowout. BMID requests that, just prior to your scheduled blowout time, you close YOUR main shut-off valve. This
will prevent the compressor from blowing air into the system.

IMPORTANT: The volunteers cannot run your systems due to liability. Someone who is familiar
with your irrigation system must be available to operate it during your blowout. Please sign below
that you understand that if someone is NOT there who is knowledgeable about your system, we will be
unable to blow out your irrigation system.
